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Brothers Remain Committed To Philanthropy
This past spring, DU once again had

an excellent record for philanthropy, host-
ing three events. The university minimum
is one event per semester, so conducting
three is in itself quite an accomplishment. 

For Cards and Cookies, we teamed up
with the sisters of Kappa Alpha Theta to
make Valentine’s Day cards and cookies
for the Oak Hill Manor Retirement
Home. More than 30 brothers and 25
Theta sisters made over 90 cards and 130
cookies, many more than last year. The
care manager at Oak Hill said she had
never seen such efforts taken by the Greek
community. 

Our new members carried on the tra-
dition of throwing their own philanthro-
py project—the annual Valentine’s Day
flower sale. All 16 new members partici-
pated and sold over 600 roses and carna-
tions, raising $900—$100 more than last
year—for the Ithaca Family and
Children’s Services of Ithaca. The organi-
zation’s president and CEO, James G.
Johnston, expressed his “deepest grati-
tude” for DU’s financial contribution and
our efforts to raise general awareness of
family and psychological issues that the
organization addresses.
